Core facility

National Core Facility for human pluripotent stem cell production and characterization. 
The Center now has a completely renovated National Core Facility of just under 140 m2 with 4 fully equipped cell culture rooms (one of which is designated for culture of virus-producing cells). The culture rooms are outfitted with newly purchased laminar flow hoods, incubators, microscopes and all ancillary equipment including cryopreservation tanks required for the culture and storage of human pluripotent stem cells.

A large (150 m2) teaching laboratory is located next the Core Facility and will be used in connection with laboratory courses to be held by the Center.
